What to expect:

We ask all of our adult chaperones and volunteers to come with a great attitude and be ready to be 
positive role models. Please see our Volunteer Code of Conduct for any questions regarding appropriate 
and reasonable conduct during the retreat. I believe you will come away from the retreat getting as 
much or more out of it than any of the kids you will be chaperoning. I say this because so many of our 
adults in the past have said this. So, expect to have a good time, be ready and willing to encourage our 
our youth, and be prepared to lead a small group discussion.

Job Description

Your duties during the weekend include but may not be limited to: Ensuring the safety of all youth from 
Risen Savior during travel and while at camp; Leading a small group discussion; Helping to load and 
unload luggage from the bus; Making sure all youth from your small group are at big group sessions, big 
group games, and other required activities; Participating in and encouraging youth to participate in all 
big group games and activities; Sleeping in an assigned room with the youth; Making sure lights are out 
at the appropriate time, that kids get to sleep at a decent hour, and that all youth from your room are in 
there at lights out; Getting your room youth up in the morning at the appropriate hour; Helping to get 
the kids to clean up the rooms on Sunday  morning and delegating will be getting new bedding for your 
room; Managing disputes between youth in an appropriate manner and notifying Travis Wyman if 
needed; Being aware of the potential that youth may share important information with you regarding 
thoughts of suicide, thoughts of hurting someone else, or abuse and if you encounter these cases you 
must report them to Travis Wyman; Interacting with kids to help them feel included and help them to 
have fun; Attend adult leader meetings; Make sure all youth have turned medications in to Travis, 
medications will be administered by a nurse; Pray for the youth that are there.

Costs

Risen Savior pays the cost of our adult chaperones. We also pay for your retreat t-shirt once per year. 
Not included is the cost of food during transportation, such as a stop at McDonaldÕs on the way up to 
and back from camp.

What to Bring

Appropriate clothing for the weather, beach towel, toothbrush, bathroom necessities, Bible, a notebook, 
light coat, swimsuit, casual clothing, any medications.

Meetings

There are no meetings before the day we leave for the retreat. There will be a short get to know you 
meeting a half hour before the kids arrive so please be there for that at 3 pm. During the retreat Side by 
Side Ministries will hold a few adult leader meetings, please attend those. This is a great opportunity to 
meet the other adult leaders, gain insight on leading small groups, and is critical to helping you know 
what is coming up next on the retreat.
