The cost of this trip is significant
and we will do what we can to enable
you to fundraise the necessary
amount.

In order to have a safe and life-changing mission experience, clear expectations are needed between all who are in-
volved. We desire to serve communities without bringing them any harm, as a result, we ask all participants of Side by Side
Ministries trips, both youth and adult leaders, to agree to the following expectations in accordance with the purpose of a
Side by Side Ministries mission trip.

The goal of the covenant is to ensure the knowledge of Side by Side Ministries policies, solidify your commitment to your
group and demonstrate your respect of the community you will be serving.

e Because | want to truly help others as Jesus did, | agree to bring a servant, joyful attitude. | understand that | am
on the trip to serve God, help a community, build new relationships and learn new things. | agree to come
prepared to do so!
